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Beyond Disability CEO report for year ending the 30th of June 2009 

What our volunteers have done exceptionally well for over 10 years:  

Our volunteers provide a self help interactive communication program for housebound physically 

disabled people and wheelchair school children aged 5 years to 89 years. We try to be environmentally 

friendly by using donated recycled equipment where possible.   

Our prime focus is on interactive communication using our equipment and online access.  The 

secondary part of the program is access to the Internet which is the world's biggest library for 

education, an easy way to shop when housebound and bank online and sometimes for just having fun. 

We have for more than 10 years successfully stuck to our core activities which led to the Department of 

Human Services, Melbourne awarding us the best program in Victoria for including disabled into their 

communities and November 2007 being one of only two Australian based NFPôs invited by FACSIAôs to 

Canberra for the inaugural national volunteer awards under the ñSocial inclusionò section.  

Our People 

Our volunteers are and always will be our greatest asset. The increase in costs across the board to our 

volunteers who are mainly retired has led to us to making available a system for reimbursement of 

motor vehicle costs to all our volunteers.   

Lina McGann has looked after the programme payments banking and receipts for many years and this is 

really appreciated by us all. It is Linaôs way of saying thanks for helping her family. This type of member 

contribution I really appreciated. The programme payment includes part of the cost of supplying and 

maintaining the computers, the internet access, the costs of the programme ï volunteers, phone, insurance 

and other costs. Volunteer insurance cost was $4,576, travel reimbursements $10,033 and training includes 

all training material on both disc and paper - $12,982 

On the social side Tricia McGill as team leader to Cranbourne has been organising regular meetings.  David 

Buchanan meets with the Rotarians weekly and Bob Thornhill, David Weinstein and John Macafee have 

been having coffee sessions which seem to be going well. We regret the passing of Tony Teare who did a lot 

of hands on work getting the volunteer meeting / tea room prepared.  

We must not underestimate the high importance which is to be placed on the social side for 

volunteersô get-togethers.  Funding is available to ensure that this is done at no cost to the volunteers. 

Good connections were made at the 2009 Connecting Up conference 11 ï 13th May 2009. We also took 

the opportunity to present a gift pack of BDI books to     Tracey Fellows , CEO Microsoft Australia  to 

acknowledge Microsoftôs significant support with software now though the DonorTec program 

(originally Microsoft community initiatives) over past 11 years.

Primarily coming from Anglicare and following local newspaper and radio publicity.  

We have plenty of capacity to help more people. Please help to get the message out. 

Community 

We sent in a small load of computers and 17 inch CRT monitors to GreenPC for the bush fire victims.  

GreenPC (part of InfoXchange) has been supporting us on a mutual basis for over 10 years. 

We have been meeting with Casey ï Cardinia seniors and disabled, Casey Parkinsonôs support Groups for 

mutual support and offering our service.  

The program would not have been as successful without the long term support of the communities of the 

Mornington Peninsula. 

 

Cardinia/Casey disabled group 
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Financial state:  

The treasurers report shows that for the 2009 financial year we raised $120,347 (ô08 $78,369) included end 

of financial year final payment $30,000 from community support fund which was carried into the 2009 year 

and includes $30,000 committed to equipment purchases.  Closing bank balance at the end of the financial 

year was $ 65,215 (ô08 $36,037) also included several large donations at the end of the year.  $30,000 is 

committed to equipment, mainly wheelie kids and server contingency $20,000 

Expenses for the year totalled $94,333 (ô08 $91,370).  Our largest expense was again technology costs 

56,309 (ó08 $36,052.  

Our equipment is conservatively valued at $49,100 (ô08 $64,395).     We have no liabilities.   

Equity is $116,298 (ó08 102,384). 

During the year we distributed a significant quantity of marketing including brochures for both wheelie kids 

and our elderly, 2gig USB2 keys to supporters and potential supporters which includes an interview with 

Dame Elisabeth Murdoch asking corporates to support us, 15 minute interview with Ernie Sigley on 3AW. 

 My thanks to Colin Richmond for putting together the presentation to make the USB keys function much 

more effectively as a marketing aid. 

The past 18 months have been difficult due to health impacts on volunteers and committee. I am on the 

mend and hope to get back into my public speaking role following successful presentations to the Casey 

Cardinia disabled and seniors groups and Casey Parkinsonôs group of which all 10 asked to join us.  We say 

thank you to David Lea who remains as a mentor after his serious back injury and wifeôs illness saw him 

move to Mentone.  

Tricia McGill and I will continue to be involved in public speaking.  I would hope that volunteers and 

participants will individually make themselves available to join us to tell their story over five minutes when 

we go out to talk to self help groups. 

The healthy bank balance means we can focus on the program and the people we are helping and our 

volunteers and not 95% on fundraising.  A big thank you to Tricia McGill and Cindy Reed who both took on 

fundraising as well as the entertainment guide sales and all the other roles. 

Insurance: all insurances are paid to the next 12 months including committee protection, volunteers and 

public risk.   

TADaust provide dial-in ISP for $6.50 unlimited time and download.  This is available to 90% of Australia.  

They also have a $29.95 broadband program (plus extra set up and other costs).  With the help of Mavis, one 

of our motor neurone people, we tested their broadband and found it to be very good.  This allows us to 

provide the alternative of the more expensive broadband which is probably more suited to high school 

children. This eliminates the need for new satellite ñBeyond Disabilityò programs in new areas to have to go 

the same way as us and spend nearly $90,000 to provide ISP facilities. People who connect to TADAust 

connect must still pay their $33 a quarter in advance program fee which is a contribution to the provision 

and maintenance of the equipment, our insurance and volunteer costs and the running of the program which 

costs many times more than the contribution of our participants.

1. Volunteer training, socials and update to training manuals 

2. Source new members 

3. Website update - wheelie kids to make the site meet the typical teenagers needs.

Being a member of the BDI has given us some 

unique experiences, such as meeting politicians, 

having morning tea with Dame Elisabeth Murdoch 

at her house and seeing Tom's photo in the 

newspaper. The Internet has empowered us with 

extra forms of communication and information 

sourcing. We feel it has had a positive impact on 

the whole family.  

Tom's mum also wrote separately:  

Tom has a degenerative condition, so he uses a 

wheelchair and his mobility is severely limited. 

Access to the Internet will expand his social, 

intellectual and interpersonal outlook which will 

assist his development.

I really do 

feel so lucky that I was told about them, they have 

supplied me with a computer that is voice 

activated which allows me be to be able to use the 

computer as my hands no longer can use the 

keyboard, they also send around a volunteer 

helper which is really helpful because I had never 

used a computer before and luckily she has 

patience of a saint. I pay $11.00 a month and get 

three hours per day on the Internet and now I can 

send e-mails to my Aunt and Uncle overseas and I 

receive quite a few jokes which do amuse me. It 

has opened a new world to me. The learning has 

not been as easy as I thought but at least it has 

challenged my mind and also taught me more. I 

must also say that Richard Stubbs, the man in 

charge of BDI--I should probably say the founder, 

can't seem to do enough for me, this is why I feel 

so very lucky that I was able to find them. I'm so 

lucky to have Tricia McGill keeping her eyes open 

for anything that might help me, she found out 

about this company ComTec who was able to 

bring out a Penny and Giles joystick roller! 

Having this type of control makes it so much 

easier for me to control the mouse (less time 

correcting). 

Lynnôs parents write: 
Our daughter has multiple sclerosis. Through the 

Beyond Disability program she has been supplied 

with a computer, internet access and has ongoing 

assistance from a volunteer helper who taught her 

how to operate a speech recognition program 

because she has limited control of her hands. The 

MS Society has no such program so we are 

indebted to Richard Stubbs and BDI for enhancing 

Lynnôs life.  
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From Carol 14/9/09: 

I donôt know what I would do without the Internet 

access. Although I mainly use it for the e-mail, it 

has been a wonderful way to stay in touch with 

friends and family. I have a son in London whom 

I couldnôt afford to ring as often as I am able to e-

mail. Also a brother in Canada, my parents who 

live locally are elderly and not in good health and 

I send a regular e-mail to Canada to let them know 

how we are going down under. We also have 

friends in Florida who I would never dream of 

ringing as we wouldnôt get off the phone and I 

canôt write very well.  Before I became ill, I was a 

really fast typist, although I have slowed down a 

lot it is so easy to type compared to writing which 

is almost impossible. We also have friends in 

Chicago who became friends when I first became 

ill  

In the beginning I became ill one day, went to 

casualty at Frankston Hospital, walked in and that 

was the last time I ever walked. Within 24 hours I 

was paralyzed up to my neck. I had a virus that 

nearly killed me. Was in intensive care at the 

Alfred for two weeks and spent 13 months in re-

hab at Caulfield. A very close friend got on to the 

Internet to see if the world had heard of this virus 

and a young couple in Chicago answered as the 

husband had contracted the virus at about the 

same time. We have been communicating ever 

since through my friend. Now it is possible for me 

to e-mail directly to them and it is so encouraging 

to hear that he is now walking and back at work 

I also have a friend who is going to Laos for two 

years so that will be another contact for me. As 

well as several friends on the other side of 

Melbourne who write me. Being literally 

housebound, except for medical appointments, 

this is a wonderful way to keep in touch. I have an 

interest in Astrology as well and can keep up with 

all the latest info from around the world.

A lot of things have happened for me this year 

through a lot of intense physio I have almost 

thrown the wheel chair out the door I only use it 

now when I go shopping which is not very often  

Richard and Trish have been a great help over the 

past twelve months or so. Richard Trish and 

myself are in contact three to four times a month 

just to let each of us know that we are still 

breathing and how I am going with the computer, 

I was having trouble with my hands, so Richard 

suggested we try the program Dragon. 

 Before BDI I was sitting home all day every day 

watching TV that was kind of boring but I didn't 

know of any solutions until I was put in touch 

with Richard and Trish they are both with a group 

called Beyond Disability. 

For a while we were having a little bit of trouble 

with the computer's as they did not like some of 

the programs that I put on but now I have had this 

computer for two years and had no trouble with 

this model as it is new. Richard, I hope you are 

impressed as I am writing this with Dragon we are 

pretty good friends now as my hands are almost 

constantly shaking and we have involuntary 

movements more often. 

When Richard and Trish brought in the computer 

and set it up in my home I hardly knew how to 

turn it on but it wasn't too long before I was 

confident enough to be let loose and see how I 

could mess up. Messing things up seemed to be a 

very common thing as I had Trish here every 

couple of days to put right my very silly mistakes. 

Having Trish here was a big help to me as she 

showed me where I was going wrong and how to 

rectify most of the mistakes. Richard has been a 

very big help to me as he sent me to do basic 

computer training and that was a huge help to me I 

was taught how to use e-mail as before this I was 

flying blind so to speak. It has taken me a while to 

master the program Dragon but as I said before we 

are friends now. Richard has spent some time with 

me showing me the ins and outs of the computer it 

has been a great help to me sometimes, my wife 

spends a few hours here reading my e-mails for 

me.  
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There is a lot more that could be said about      

Richard and Trish but it is hard to put words to the  

job that they do. I am told when Richard first 

started BDI he not only put in a lot of time but a 

considerable amount of his own money. I know 

that Richard and Trish put in a lot of time 

especially with people like me who hardly ever go 

out. I do have to go out when I have Doctors or 

Specialists appointments.  Eleven years ago I was 

diagnosed with Multiple Sclerosis which has been 

very debilitating I have been in a wheelchair 

almost nine years, that is when I thought I had lost 

my dignity but my wife Kaylene has been very 

supportive.

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As a BDI Volunteer I have been assisting Mavis for the last three years, prior to which she was very 

ably supported by Len Dent.                                                                                                              

Despite her wheel chair confinement, lack of speech and failing muscle coordination it is amazing what 

Mavis still manages to achieve ï much of which would have been very difficult without a computer 

and internet access. During the time I have known her she has organized visits to the UK, Uluru and 

Cairns as well as being taken flying over Melbourne by her pilot son, Martin.                                           

She is a keen photographer and so after each of these trips there has been much activity downloading, 

editing, printing and backing up these important mementos.                                                                           

She has many friends and can keep in touch via email ï her email traffic is enormous (!), perhaps 20 or 

30 emails received per day. It is becoming increasing difficult for Mavis to type so the responses are 

getting shorter ï but you still always get one.                                                                                                        

Itôs difficult to imagine the limitations Mavis faces ï particularly her lack of speech ï when it comes to 

day to day transactions. This is where the computer and internet has provided real benefit. Mavis was 

the first to go onto a broadband connection with TADAust as she needed a connection 24 hour with 

rapid download.                                                                                                                                                  

This enabled her to do all her banking, some share trading, conduct a lengthy legal settlement with 

solicitors in the UK, book holidays, sort out warranty claims and fight the bureaucracy of the 

companies who refuse to accept that there are people who canôt speak! It is amazing what can be 

achieved with perseverance and a computer connected to the internet! 

 

Since her move into residential care it has been necessary to swap over to a laptop with a wireless 

broadband connection. This transition was relatively painless and the results very good.                             

I donôt have as much face to face contact with Mavis now due to the distance involved but I continue to 

monitor her connection via Windows Live and of course keep in regular contact via email.                                    

It is a privilege to be able to assist Mavis. I am sure I have gained more from this experience than I 

have put back in. I find her attitude truly inspirationalé..
